Dear Karen and Judy,  
 
On recommendation from the CME Directors component group of the Council of Medical Specialty 
Societies (CMSS), the CMSS Board of Directors recently took an action related to the Certified CME 
Professional Designation program, which I am hereby communicating to you: 
 
CMSS does not currently support the CCMEP designation, and recommends that CMSS member societies 
not endorse the CCMEP designation.  
 
CMSS supports the notion that CME professionals must be competent to fulfill their responsibilities to 
design, provide and support lifelong learning opportunities for clinicians to improve professional 
competence, practice performance and patient outcomes. In the current environment of CME, medical 
specialty society educational professionals are prioritizing and devoting limited resources to the 
improvement of CME/CPD for learners. We recognize the value of educational resources and experiences 
that improve CME professional competence and proficiency. 
 
We have several concerns regarding the CCMEP designation, which in our view does not yet clearly 
demonstrate the capacity to produce the needed outcomes. Moreover, the certification could result in 
unintended negative consequences for medical specialty societies: 
 

• At this time, the CCMEP design is a “one-size-fits-all” approach in a field that is highly variable. 
It does not distinguish between tiers (entry level basic competency versus expert level proficiency) 
or tracks (those who specialize in needs assessment, adult learning theory, educational activity 
planning, curricular development, outcome evaluation, accreditation compliance, etc.). 

 
• Continued promotion of the CCMEP by commercial entities may result in the certification 

becoming an “unfunded mandate” that has a negative impact on those non-profit organizations 
most closely aligned with practicing physicians (medical schools, hospitals and medical specialty 
societies). 

 
• Experience has shown that certification programs that are not linked with demonstrable experience 

often fail to assure competence. To do so effectively requires a level of rigor not yet evidenced in 
this program – peer review, exacting standards, comprehensive oversight, etc. The existing study 
materials and test questions lack the rigor necessary to ensure competence. Those study materials 
that are being offered are done so in some instances by for-profit companies which charge 
significant fees for their resources. 

 
• The lack of a proven correlation in value or improvement in health care, professional competence, 

practice or patient outcomes indicates the curriculum needs to be further refined. 
 



In an effort to collaborate in a continued dialogue around the training and development of CME 
professionals, the CME Directors of CMSS member societies have outlined below additional steps 
recommended to be included within the design and implementation of CCMEP to attain the support that it 
is seeking: 
 

1. There should be well‐defined objectives, content and performance metrics. 
2. There should be a uniform curriculum for training that is: 

o Focused on ACCME CME competencies. 
o Standardized with training materials that prepare a candidate for the certifying exam. 

3. There should be tiers or tracks specific to the types of CME provider organization, e.g., medical 
specialty society, medical education company, medical school, hospital. 

4. The training should not duplicate the training that CME professionals receive within their own 
medical specialty societies. 

5. The cost of certification should not present a financial burden to nonprofit organizations. 
o Cost of the certification for 2009 is considered too high at $450. 
o Term of the certification is limited (three years), which is perceived to be burdensome. 
o Renewal of certification does not address on‐going fees or curriculum. 

6. Identification of standards regarding who requires the certification needs to be established. 
7. Certification should require demonstration of having successfully achieved ACCME accreditation 

or reaccreditation. 
8. There should be scientific evidence supporting an improvement in patient care as a result of 

certification. 
9. It should be clear that certification is a professional recognition and not a mandated requirement 

for employment or advancement.

10. Licensing 

 
10.1 Societies will adopt written policies that set standards for licensing 

intended to prevent misuse, unintended use, and modification of licensed 
materials. 

 
Annotation: Societies will prohibit modification of licensed materials in a 
manner that would change their meaning.  Societies will prohibit use of 
licensed materials and trademarks to imply Society endorsement of 
Company products or services.  

 
11. Adherence to Code 

 
Adopting this Code is voluntary and is not a condition of continued membership in 
CMSS.  Societies who adopt the Code will be identified on the CMSS website. 
 
Societies who choose to adopt this Code should also adopt policies and procedures 
to guide Society-Company interactions in accordance with the Code.  Societies 
should regularly evaluate their success in adhering to the Code.  Societies will be 
asked to certify annually to CMSS that they remain in compliance. 
 
Any comments received by CMSS relating to a Society’s compliance with the Code 
will be referred to the Society for follow-up.   
 
Questions about the Code may be addressed to CMSS.  CMSS will not interpret 
the Code on an individual basis.  However, CMSS may periodically publish answers 
to “frequently asked questions” on its website.
